
Baja (BCM) Vision Casting and Prayer Letter 4/17/04 
  
  
Dear Prayer Partner, 
  
  
Thanks to God’s wonderful grace, kindness, and blessing we are in the most exciting 
times of our ministry.  Over the years, God has empowered many groups through this 
ministry to plow heart fields in His love through house building and to prayerfully plant 
and water though various forms of evangelism outreach… but now more than ever, it 
appears to be Harvest Time! And Yes…the Harvest is Indeed Ripe in Baja, Mexico. Our 
King is mobilizing the troops and bringing in the harvesters. Though the spiritual battle 
and resistance is always there… it’s starting to get really fun!   
  
 God is linking us up with many new churches and teams to add to and reinforce the 
many wonderful veteran teams that have faithfully served with us through the years.  In 
partnership with our King Jesus, the Lord of the Net, we are linking up and weaving a 
stronger net to sweep this peninsula of Baja for Him as He divinely orchestrates, 
arranges, unifies and links us together as a Working Net to become more effective to 
reach the poor, unsaved multitudes.  Many have heard that the fishing is great in Baja, 
yes, but the spiritual fishing is even better! 
  
You might say, our Ministry is made up of many visions within a vision. One of these 
visions would be the employment of Christian Networking; that is - linking up with other 
effective ministries to become that Working Net to sweep many into His Kingdom. One 
such network ministry is the Purpose Driven Life Ministry and its tools; Purpose Driven 
Life and Purpose Driven Church books in Spanish and the training they provide. In this 
arrangement the phrase “no need to recreate the wheel” applies and fits well, as linking 
up with them and their good tools helps to enlarge the harvest.  These books have the 
ability to lay a solid biblical foundation underneath a believer. We are beginning this 
ministry in a number of partnering Churches with exciting feedback already. But also, we 
are beginning to penetrate the education system and law enforcement with the same.   
  
 Let me give you an example of this networking in action.  The junior high school team 
from Saddleback Church built 2 classrooms next to the library that Irvine Presbyterian 
Church built at the public school in Vista del Valle.  The principal of the school read the 
Purpose Driven Life book that was given to him.  His excitement about the book opens 
the door to give the book to other teachers in the school.  He is already incorporating the 
ideas from the Purpose Driven Church book into his school administration.  Meantime, 
the Crossing Church has built a Police Department and just over the hill, in Vista 
Hermosa, Mariners Church, Tehachapi Nazarene Church, Neighborhood Church, Irvine 
Presbyterian Church, Mt. Zion Assembly of God and 1st Presbyterian Church of Hayward 
have built houses for a number of families of poor police officers, security guards and 
others.  Captain Jose, who oversees 24 police officers is a flaming Christian and is 
excited to read the Purpose Driven Life and Purpose Driven Church books and will share 
the 24 books with his officers.  While there, the Chief of Police, who oversees 2500 



officers in Tijuana drove up and we were introduced.   Divine arrangements are in the 
working there. Meantime, another networking partner has come into the picture. The 
Director of Peace Officers for Christ International and his team will be coming down to 
train these officers in Tijuana in different ways, including bringing the Gospel to them 
starting with the 24 officers through Captain Jose. I believe, this is an example of linking 
up our cords to create a net to influence and sweep a Nation for Christ. 
  
One team member says, “this Ministry builds more than houses… it also builds lives.” 
These books coupled with the Holy Scriptures are life builders and agents of change. 
They work well together. God’s Life building process through salvation, reconciliation, 
discipleship, faith building, fellowship, prayer and the like is coupled with house building 
and food distribution to form a vanguard of word and deed in Jesus to cut into the hearts 
of many and break the yokes in these communities.   
  
After a home is built, we often have opportunity to lead the family into relationship with 
Jesus Christ, declaring with joy that since they are now in God’s family, He has promised 
to prepare a place in heaven for them stating, “This day you have received a new house 
on earth and also a new house in heaven---two houses in one day—indeed this is a very 
good day for you!”  Often we see a tear and a smile, as our Father in Heaven also smiles 
and His angels rejoice over each new child that comes into His family. Thanks for 
sharing significantly in this ministry. Your prayers are greatly appreciated!
